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Lift the inner post about four inches and rotate it. You will

see a 3/8" slot in the post.

c. Place the SE and the HVE's in their holders. p.s.i. The mini-regulators are non-relieving. When

adjusting for a lower pressure, make the knob
adjustment, then press the syringe button to relieve
pressure and give an accurate gauge reading.

d. The handpiece pressure gauge is on the left side of the
faceplate. The handpiece selector toggle is in the center
of the faceplate. Handpiece number two is the high
speed handpiece. The water coolant on-off toggle for
the number two handpiece is on the right side of the
control panel. The flow control knob for water coolant
is on the underside of the control head, just below the
on-off toggle.

e. Adjustment screws for the handpieces and the syringe
can be reached through holes in the base of the control
head. Use the 3/32" ball driver to adjust handpiece
pressures to the manufacturer's recommendation.
